CALL TO ORDER

Hearing Examiner Kevin McDonald called the virtual meeting to order at 2 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING

1.	Hudson Place Subdivision 

File Number:		PA20-012  
Land Use Action: 	Preliminary subdivision approval to subdivide a 4.98 acre property zoned R-6.5 Single Family, High Density into 23 single family lots. The existing single family residence is proposed to be retained on a lot. 
Applicant: 	 	PACE Engineers 
Location:  		4525 67th Avenue NE

Hearing Examiner McDonald introduced this item and remarked that he had read the staff report and all the submittals and also had visited the site. The staff recommendation is to approve the preliminary plat with 12 conditions of approval listed in the Staff Report with reference to an additional 15 conditions listed in the SEPA document issued on July 1, 2020. He stated he had received 46 exhibits from the City including the Staff Report and Recommendation which was Exhibit 46, dated July 22, 2020. He reviewed the hearing procedures and order of the hearing. He stated the expectation that all comments would be truthful.

Staff Presentation: Senior Planner Gemmer reviewed the proposed project in detail and the staff recommendation as included in the Staff Report. 

Applicant Testimony: 

Ken McIntyre, PE, PACE Engineers, 1724 W. Marine View Dr. #140, Everett, WA 98201, concurred with the staff presentation. He added that they are planning to manage the storm water onsite. They are also proposing a half street to connect 46th which is wide enough to provide required fire access.

Paul Leavitt, Keystone Land, LLC, 13805 Smokey Point Blvd., Ste. 102, Marysville, spoke in support with the staff report.

Public Comment: Hearing Examiner McDonald solicited public comments. There were none.

Seeing no further comments, the hearing was closed at 2:18 p.m. Hearing Examiner McDonald stated he would have a decision within 15 calendar days.


2.	Holley Brooke PRD Subdivision  

File Number: 	PA20-020  
Land Use Action: 	Preliminary subdivision and Planned Residential Development (PRD) approval to subdivide a 2.89 acre property zoned R-6.5 Single Family, High Density into 17 single family lots. The applicant proposes to achieve one lot above the base density through the application of Residential Density Incentive 9(a), Integration of Low Impact Development (LID) measures in project design and storm water facility construction, as allowed by MMC Section 22G.080.080. The existing single family residence will be demolished.

Project Location: 	6119 Grove Street

Hearing Examiner McDonald opened the hearing at 2:20 p.m. and made preliminary. He generally described the project and noted he had read the staff recommendation and also had visited the site. He stated he had received 44 exhibits including the Staff Report and Recommendation dated July 21, 2020 which was Exhibit 44. He reviewed hearing procedures and order of testimony. He stated his expectation that all comments would be truthful.

Staff Presentation: Senior Planner Gemmer made the presentation. She reviewed details of the proposed project and staff's recommendation as stated in the Staff Report. Staff is recommending approval of the application subject to 21 conditions of approval outlined in the Staff Report. 

Hearing Examiner McDonald asked clarification questions about the mid-block crossing over Grove Street. City Engineer Jeff Laycock, City of Marysville, explained the island would go away, but the crosswalk would be enhanced. 

Hearing Examiner McDonald also asked if there would be a receiving curb ramp on the south side of Grove Street for pedestrians who access Grove from the north. 

Applicant Testimony: 

Tom Abbott, PE, 20210 142nd Avenue NE, Woodinville, WA 98072, affirmed that there would be a receiving ramp on the south side of Grove Street. He commended Senior Planner Gemmer for her excellent work during this process. He added that there is an edge deviation for Road A which was applied for by the applicant and approved by Public Works. There should be an exhibit related to this in the documents. He spoke in support of the staff recommendations.

Public Testimony:

Jordan Rife, 7723 60th Drive NE, Marysville, WA 98270, stated that her family owns and thoroughly enjoys the current setting of their home which is adjacent to the proposed project. She expressed concern about the trees and wildlife habitat behind their home being removed.  

Closing Comments:

Senior Planner Gemmer thanked Mrs. Rife for her comments and responded that staff has worked with the applicant to save trees to the maximum extent possible given the site constraints.

Tom Abbott also thanked Mrs. Rife for her comments. He commented that the trees that will be saved on the site will be ones behind her house. 

Seeing no further comments the public hearing was closed at 2:50 p.m. Hearing Examiner McDonald stated he would have a decision within 15 calendar days.
