Land Use Action:	Planned Residential Development (PRD) and Preliminary Plat approval to subdivide a 4.78 acre property zoned Whiskey Ridge Multi-Family, Medium Density (WR-R-6-18) into 30 single family lots. The applicant is pursuing the following Residential Density Incentives under Chapter 22C.090 MMC in order to achieve 7 of the proposed dwelling units: 6(a) Integrated active open space, 7(b) Perimeter buffer, and 7(c) Perimeter fencing, and 8(a) energy conservation.

Hearing Examiner McDonald introduced this item and reviewed hearing procedures.

Staff Presentation: 

Senior Planner Angela Gemmer reviewed the staff recommendation and explained that staff is recommending approval with 22 conditions of approval. 

Applicant Testimony: 

Mike Reid, PNW Investors, stated that the Applicant has carefully reviewed the staff recommendation and concurs with all 22 of the proposed recommended conditions and staff’s advice and commentary.

Dean Williams, JMMK, introduced himself as attorney for the Applicant and noted there were consultants online who were also available for questions if needed. 

Hearing Examiner Questions:

Hearing Examiner McDonald noted that on the preliminary plat map it looks like most or all of the trees will be removed. He asked if any significant trees will remain on the site. Mr. Reid responded that the majority, if not all, of the trees are located in areas that would be affected by either the right-of-way or the building of homes. As a result all trees on site will be cleared. 

Hearing Examiner McDonald asked for confirmation that there is an on-site septic system which will be removed. Mr. Reid confirmed that there is a septic system associated with the existing mobile home. It will be removed and abandoned in accordance with Marysville code.

Hearing Examiner McDonald asked if any of the proposed 30 dwellings would be attached. Mr. Reid replied that they would not.

Hearing Examiner McDonald noted the absence of curb ramps for north-south pedestrian access at the intersection of Road A and 83rd Avenue NE. He commented that in discussions with Senior Planner Gemmer she had assured him that during civil review the City will ensure that curb ramps are installed at that location. Mr. Reid replied that is his understanding as well.

Hearing Examiner McDonald asked for confirmation that Lots 1, 2 and 3 adjacent to 83rd would have no vehicular access from 83rd, but there will be pedestrian access to the sidewalk along 83rd. Mr. Reid confirmed this.

Public Comment: 

Hearing Examiner McDonald solicited public comments. There were none.

Seeing no further comments, the hearing was closed at 2:19 p.m. Hearing Examiner McDonald stated he would have a decision within 15 calendar days.
