APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

October 12, 2010
Motion made by Commissioner Emery, seconded by Commissioner Leifer to approve the October 12, 2010 meeting minutes as presented.  Motion carries, (6-0).

CURRENT BUSINESS:
Title 22 Unified Development Code 

Mr. Holland explained some of the handouts that were included in commissioner’s packets.  He overviewed some of the changes that were being proposed.  Mr. Holland questioned how the commission would like to see the material at the public hearing.  Commissioners responded that they would like a clean version with no track changes.  

Commissioner Andes questioned sight distance in the landscaping standards.  Mr. Holland responded that he would look further into it, but that there were setbacks provided for in the engineering standards.  There was further discussion regarding setbacks and landscaping standards in regards to sight distance and maintenance.  

Special and temporary use standards in parking lots had been updated and Mr. Holland overviewed these proposed changes.  There was discussion regarding these updates and commissioners expressed their concerns.  Business license processes were also discussed.  
Mr. Holland next discussed changes proposed to the sign code.  He explained that, especially since the recent annexation, things such as schools and churches in residential zones that wished to change their signs were being required to go through a Conditional Use Permitting Process which is costly and time consuming.  The proposed code had been updated to allow this process to be less cumbersome.  

The next section of discussion was the Parking and Loading section of the UDC.  Mr. Holland overviewed each of the major changes made to this section; including specific sites around the city.  Mr. Warbus’ old wrecking yard property was discussed at length.  Commissioner Leifer had concerns about the 2 year standard that was being proposed as it would hinder use and value of property.
The storage facility section was discussed and commissioners made suggestions for changes and sections that could be removed completely.  Height and size restrictions were discussed in detail.  It was decided that the suggested changes would be made.
Commissioner Leifer questioned the minimum requirements listed in the RV Park standards.  Mr. Holland responded that changes could be proposed to the RV Park and Mobile Home Park codes to address Commissioner Leifer’s concerns.  He further stated that these were 1995 standards and defiantly needed to be looked at.

The entire SEPA section was new, explained Mr. Holland.  He explained that this section was basically adopting and citing the correct sections of WAC it was referencing.  Commissioner Leifer questioned if all threshold numbers were the same.  Mr. Holland responded that yes, they were the highest level of thresholds.  
Mr. Holland quickly overviewed the proposed changes in the remaining sections of the Unified Development Code.  He then recapped the changes that he would be making and bringing back to Commissioners for the Public Hearing.  He solicited any direction from the Commissioners on ways the code could be re organized.
