CALL TO ORDER

Chair Muller called the November 9, 2010 meeting of the Marysville Planning Commission to order at 7:03 p.m.  The following staff and commissioners were present:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

October 26, 2010
Motion made by Commissioner Andes, seconded by Commissioner Emery to approve the October 26, 2010 meeting minutes as presented.  Motion carries, (6-0).

CURRENT BUSINESS:
Public Hearing:  Title 22 Unified Development Code 

Chair Muller questioned Mr. Holland if the Public Hearing had been advertised per MMC.  Mr. Holland responded that it had.  Mr. Holland then overviewed what had been work shopped over the last couple of meetings and described the intent behind Title 22.  He quickly described the changes that had been proposed since the last meeting; reading into record the section dealing with landscaping requirements/standards related to maintenance and sight-distance.  Commissioner Andes questioned how landscaping maintenance would be enforced.  Mr. Holland responded that the Public Works department typically determines whether or not the landscaping complies with the sight-distance standards and whether or not it is located within the public right-of-way.  If not located within the public right-of-way, it would be the responsibility of the homeowner to maintain.
Chair Muller questioned the standards for evergreen trees required along SR 9 and if there would need to be setbacks for access points.  Mr. Holland responded that the requirements were only for the R zones and most of the breaks on Highway 9 that Chair Muller was referring to was zoned Commercial.

Mr. Holland finished with an overview of the changes made based on the Commission’s recommendation.  He noted that he was unable to complete some of the numbering in Title(s) 22 D-22 I.  Mr. Holland stated that staff was recommending the Commission recommend approving Title 22 UDC, subject to CD staff completing the required numbering for Title(s) 22D-22I, and recommended repealing Chapter 2.70 and Title(s) 15, 18, 18A, 18B, 18C, 19 and 20.

Chair Muller opened the Hearing for Public testimony.  Seeing none, he closed the public testimony portion of the public hearing at 7:18 pm.

Commissioner Comment:

Commissioner Kvangnes questioned the sign standards; specifically the limitation of number of times that the same person can put out temporary signs for a garage sale.  She wanted to know how this was enforced.  Mr. Holland responded that it would be triggered by a citizen complaint.

Commissioner Leifer questioned Mitigation Fees in Title 22 D.  He stated that he didn’t understand why the land that was contributed along a right of way for public use wasn’t credited against the mitigation fees owned by a property owner.  He didn’t feel that this made Marysville a desirable place to build over any other location.  Mr. Holland responded that written in the Transportation Plan and Comprehensive Plans, if you were dedicating right of way or doing improvements for a project included in the traffic impact fee calculation, as outlined in the Transportation Element, those costs could be credited towards the traffic impact fees.  There was further discussion regarding what would be credited and what would not.  Mr. Holland explained that if a specific project was used in the Impact Fee calculation, it was eligible for impact fee credit.  
Commissioner Foster commented about the corridor from 152nd to 156th Street.  She stated that the owners contributed to a road improvement district (RID) to building the road in good faith, and now are being forced to participate in another RID without any credits.  She wanted to know how it could be fixed; adding that it had to be fixed.  She felt that this is a wrong that needed to be righted.  She stated that it was hampering new development because anyone wishing to develop on the boulevard would have to pay mitigation fees as if they had never paid into the RID previously.  Mr. Holland responded that what had happened was that the agreement for this credit had “sun-setted” and basically the city was no longer “required” to give this credit.

Motion made by Commissioner Foster to forward Title 22 UDC subject to CD Staff completing the required numbering for Title(s) 22D-22I, and recommend Repealing Chapter 2.70 Hearing Examiner, Title 15 Development Code Administration, Title 18 Planning, Title 18A Parks, Recreation, Open Space and Trail Impact Fees and Mitigation, Title 18B Traffic Impact Fees and Mitigation, Title 18C School Impact Fee and Mitigation, Title 19 Zoning, and Title 20 Subdivisions of the MMC to City Council for Approval, seconded by Commissioner Emery.  Motion carries, (6-0).
Chair Muller stated that he was stepping down as Chairman of the Commission and solicited a recommendation for a new Chair.  Motion made by Commissioner Andes to nominate Commissioner Leifer, Commissioner Kvangnes seconded.  Motion carries, (6-0).
ADJOURNMENT:

Motion made by Commissioner Foster, seconded by Commissioner Kvangnes to adjourn at 7:46 p.m.  Motion carries, (6-0).  Commissioner Kvangnes stated that she was very sad to see Chair Muller and Commissioner Foster leave; adding that it had been a pleasure working with them.  She added that Chair Muller had been a really good leader and that she had learned a lot from him.

Commissioner Leifer added that he had really appreciated working with this Commission and felt that it had been a real heart and soul of the community.  He felt that it was very important that what happened in this room should be taken out into the community.  He felt that Chair Muller had done a great job of bringing together all of the diverse opinions of the commission and was able to prevent a homogenous group.  He allowed all opinions to come forward and be brought to the table in an honorable way.
