Regular Meeting 
January 13, 2013 

 
 

Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance 
 
Mayor Nehring called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Pastor Steve Swanson of Vital 
Signs Ministry gave the invocation, and Mayor Nehring led those present in the Pledge 
of Allegiance.  
 
Roll Call 
 
Chief Administrative Officer Hirashima gave the roll call. The following staff and 
councilmembers were in attendance.

Approval of the Agenda  
 
Motion made by Councilmember Stevens, seconded by Councilmember Muller, to 
approve the agenda as presented. Motion passed unanimously (7-0). 
 
Committee Reports  
 
Steve Muller reported on the January 9 Library Board meeting where they reviewed the 
accomplishments of the last year. Over the last year the upgrades of the facility on the 
inside were completed with the new technology center. In November they introduced a 
robotics program which has been extremely popular. Beginning next month there will be 
support for non-profits to research and apply for available grants. 
 

Item 1 - 3
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Kamille Norton reported on the January 8 meeting of the Parks Advisory Board where a 
vote was taken to adjust park opening hours to 7 to allow Parks staff to open parks in a 
timely manner. There was also discussion about the upcoming projects for this year. 
Bayview Trail should be completed by mid-summer. The Spray Park will be going to bid 
soon.  
 
Presentations  
 
A.  Police Promotion  
 
Chief Smith reviewed the impressive record of James Maples who was promoted to 
Sergeant. Lt. Thomas discussed his positive experiences working with James Maples 
and presented him with his old sergeant stripes. Mayor Nehring then swore in Sgt. 
Maples.  
 
Employee Services Awards  
 
Audience Participation  
 
Lisa Hunter, 3612 94th Place NE, Marysville, WA, discussed issues surrounding the 
marijuana regulations. She asked why this was put on hold back in September. CAO 
Hirashima noted that the current moratorium goes until September of this year. It was 
put in place while the City studies how it wants to enforce regulations on marijuana 
operations within the City under the Zoning Code. The Planning Commission will be 
holding a hearing tomorrow night and will be forwarding a recommendation to the City 
Council following that hearing. Ms. Hunter asked about the composition of the 
committee. CAO Hirashima explained that there was a planning commissioner, a 
council member, a pro-business/applicant representative, and a general citizen. They 
put together a menu of different alternatives that could be taken depending on how the 
City wanted to regulate marijuana businesses. Ms. Hunter recommended that the 
Council meet with the potential applicants to open up further dialogue and answer any 
questions.

Councilmember Stevens pointed out that under the first WHEREAS Council’s should be 
changed to Council. There was consensus to approve the correction.  
 
Motion passed unanimously (7-0).

City Attorney Grant Weed gave a summary of this item. He explained that when this 
was addressed back in November part of the Council action included a limitation on the 
funding mechanism of the TBD to the .2 of 1% sales tax option and would have 
eliminated all other funding mechanisms that are provided by law. Following Council 
action his office did further research, and it was determined that Council did not have 
the authority to place that sort of limitation on the formation of another municipal entity. 
Reconsideration of the Ordinance, as originally written, would provide for all the funding 
mechanisms as provided by state law.  
 
Councilmember Norton asked for confirmation that any other actions that future 
Councils might want to take in regards to the TBD would still have to be approved by 
voters. Only the $20 car tab does not require the vote of the people. City Attorney Weed 
confirmed this. 
 
Councilmember Seibert asked if another public hearing would be necessary. City 
Attorney Weed stated that it was not necessary since the public has already had the 
opportunity to provide input, but it is an option if Council desires.  
 
Councilmember Seibert referred to the description on page 23-12, which says the 
ordinance adopting a TBD must include:  

 A finding that the creation of a TBD must be in the public’s best interest 
 The boundaries of the TBD 
 The functions of the TBD 
 Description of the transportation improvements proposed by the district 

 
Councilmember Seibert expressed concern that that these things were not included in 
this ordinance. City Attorney Weed explained that once the TBD is formed, staff would

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bring the TBD a list of projects that would be funded if they decided to put a measure 
before the voters. The requirement is that the program be established in some manner 
such as the Transportation Improvement Program or the Capital Facilities Plan. These 
documents have already been approved by Council and have all of the projects that 
would be available to fund if the TBD is formed.  
 
Motion made by Councilmember Stevens, seconded by Councilmember Toyer, to 
approve Ordinance No. 2938. Motion passed 5-2 with Councilmembers Seibert and 
Vaughan voting against the motion.

ORDINANCE ______ 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, WASHINGTON, 
AMENDING CHAPTER 12.20 OF TO THE MARYSVILLE MUNICIPAL CODE 
ENTITLED “ANIMALS AND VEHICLES ON SIDEWALKS”;  PROVIDING 
FOR SEVERABILITY; AND EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
 
NOW THEREFORE, tThe City Council of the City of Marysville, Washington do 

ordain as follows: 
 
Section 1. MMC Chapter 12.20 entitled “ANIMALS AND VEHICLES ON SIDEWALKS” 
is hereby amended to be entitled “BICYCLES AND OTHER WHEELED PERSONAL 
TRANSPORTATION ON SIDEWALKS” and shall to read as follows: 
 

Chapter 12.20 
ANIMALS AND VEHICLES BICYCLES AND OTHER WHEELED PERSONAL 

TRANSPORTATION ON SIDEWALKS 

Sections: 
12.20.010    Animals or vehicles on sidewalks – Penalty. 
12.20.010    Bicycles and other wheeled personal transportation on sidewalks – 

Penalty. 
12.20.020   Bicycles on sidewalks – Penalty. 
12.20.030    Costs of prosecution – Working off fine. 

12.20.010 Animals or vehicles on sidewalks – Penalty. 
Any person who shall ride, lead or drive any horse or other animal or move any vehicle other 
than a light buggy for children or a wheelbarrow upon any sidewalk of the city of Marysville 
unless for the purpose of necessarily crossing the same shall, upon conviction thereof, be fined 
not less than $2.00 nor more than $15.00. (Ord. 80 § 17, 1900). 

12.20.010 Bicycles and other wheeled personal transportation on sidewalks – Penalty. 
Any person who shall ride a bicycle on any sidewalk on First or Front Street in the city of 
Marysville, or who shall ride a bicycle on any sidewalk, within the city limits at a greater speed 
than five miles an hour shall, upon conviction thereof, be fined in any sum not exceeding $25.00. 
(Ord. 80 § 20, 1900). 

Any person who shall ride a bicycle, skateboard, roller skates or scooter, or other method of 
personal transportation to include roller skates, and rollerblades, on any sidewalk within the city 
limits at a speed greater than 10 15 miles per hour, or in a negligent or reckless manner 
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regardless of speed that could reasonably cause harm to the rider, other pedestrians, or property 
shall be a guilty of a civil infraction with a penalty in the amount of $50.00 plus any costs or 
assements.  

a. For the purpose of this section, “to operate in a negligent or reckless manner” 
means the operation in such a manner as to endanger or be likely to endanger any persons 
or property and may be under crowded or dangerous (such as inclement weather, snow 
and ice) sidewalk conditions even if travelling at be less than 10 15 miles per hour.  
 
b. This section does not apply to implements known as walkers, wheel chairs, or 
scooters used for human transportation for persons with disabilities or injuries or 
children’s strollers. 

12.20.020 Bicycles on sidewalks – Penalty. 
Any person who shall ride a bicycle on any sidewalk on First or Front Street in the city of 
Marysville, or who shall ride a bicycle on any sidewalk, within the city limits at a greater speed 
than five miles an hour shall, upon conviction thereof, be fined in any sum not exceeding $25.00. 
(Ord. 80 § 20, 1900). 

12.20.030 Costs of prosecution – Working off fine. 
Every violation of the provisions of this chapter shall be deemed a misdemeanor, and any person 
convicted of any such violation shall be adjudged to pay the costs of prosecution in addition to 
the penalty imposed, and every person who shall be in default of payment of such fine and costs 
of prosecution shall be committed to the city jail unless such fine and costs are paid; which 
imprisonment shall be at the rate of one day’s imprisonment for every $2.00 of such fine and 
costs. (Ord. 80 § 21, 1900). 
 

Section 2. General Duty. It is expressly the purpose of this ordinance to provide for and 
promote the health safety and welfare of the general public and not to create or otherwise 
establish or designate any particular class or group of persons who will or should be especially 
protected or benefited by the terms of this ordinance.  It is the specific intent of this ordinance 
that no provision nor any term used in this ordinance is intended to impose any duty whatsoever 
upon the City or any of its officers or employees. Nothing contained in this ordinance is intended 
nor shall be construed to create or form the basis of any liability on the part of the City, or its 
officers, employees or agents for any injury or damage resulting from any action or inaction on 
the part of the City related in any manner to the enforcement of this ordinance by its officers, 
employees or agents. 
 
Section 3. Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this 
ordinance should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, 
such invalidity or unconstitutionality thereof shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of 
any other section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this ordinance. 
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Section 4.  Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective five days after the date of 
its publication by summary.

WHEREAS, the City of Marysville (the “City”) approved Ordinance No.  2938 on 

January 13, 2014, creating the Marysville Transportation Benefit District (“TBD”) of the 
City of Marysville, Washington (the “District”) pursuant to Chapter 36.73 RCW; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City has identified the sales and use tax as an authorized source 

of revenue identified in Chapter 36.73 RCW to finance the transportation capital 
improvements identified in the “Washington Transportation Plan for 2007-2026” and/or 
the City’s Transportation Plan; and 

  
WHEREAS, the District is authorized pursuant to RCW 36.73.040(3)(a) to 

impose a sales and use tax in accordance with RCW 82.14.0455 in the amount of two-
tenths of one percent (0.2%) for a period of ten years upon a favorable vote of the 
qualified electors within the District for the purpose of funding or financing certain 
transportation improvements; and 

  
WHEREAS, with voter approval, the District may impose a sales and use tax 

upon the occurrence of any taxable event within the boundaries of the District to fund or 
finance transportation improvements; and 

 
WHEREAS, projects related to public transportation are included in the definition 

of a transportation improvement project pursuant to RCW 36.73.015(3) and are eligible 
Transportation Benefit District projects; and 

  
WHEREAS, if approved by the voters, the sales and use tax will apply to persons 

who shop and thereby use the roads in the City of Marysville and not just to City 
residents; and  

 
WHEREAS, the sales and use tax is estimated to generate an average of 

$1,600,000.00 of revenue per year, which will be used entirely to fund the shortfall in 
funding for the projects included in the Washington Transportation Plan for 2007-2026 
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and/or  the City’s Transportation Plan as adopted or hereafter amended and as allowed 
by state law and other transportation projects identified in Ordinance No. 2938 creating 
the Marysville Transportation Benefit District. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BOARD OF 

THE MARYSVILLE TRANSPORTATION BENEFIT DISTRICT OF THE CITY OF 
MARYSVILLE, WASHINGTON AS FOLLOWS: 

  
Section 1. Current Purpose and Need.  
 
The Governing Board of the District (the “Board”) hereby finds that the best interests of 
the inhabitants of the District require the District to impose a sales and use tax through 
this Resolution in the amount of two-tenths of one percent (0.2%) pursuant to RCW 
36.73.040(3)(a) and RCW 82.14.0455 for the purpose of providing a portion of the funds 
necessary to finance transportation improvement projects. 
  
The following items are identified as proposed transportation improvements:  

1. Street Preservation which extends life cycle of street section (i.e. pavement 
repair, overlay, chip seal, patching)  

2. Other projects as identified in the Washington Transportation Plan 2007 – 
2026 and/or the City’s Transportation Plan. 

  
The cost of all necessary design, engineering, financial, legal and other consulting 
services, inspection and testing, administrative and relocation expenses, and other 
costs incurred in connection with the foregoing TBD Projects shall be deemed a part of 
the costs of the TBD Projects. 
  
The Board shall determine the application of moneys available for the TBD Projects so 
as to accomplish, as nearly as may be practical, all of the TBD Projects. In the event 
that the proceeds of sales and use taxes authorized herein, plus any other money of the 
District legally available therefore, are insufficient to accomplish all of the TBD Projects, 
the Board shall use the available funds for paying the cost of those portions of the TBD 
Projects deemed by the Board most necessary and in the best interests of the District. 
  
The Board shall determine the exact locations and specifications for the elements of the 
TBD Projects as well as the timing, order, and manner of implementing or completing 
the TBD Projects. The Board may alter, make substitutions to, and amend the TBD 
Project descriptions as it determines is in the best interests of the District consistent with 
the general descriptions provided above and in accordance with the material change 
policy adopted by the Board and the notice, hearing, and other procedures described in 
Chapter 36.73 RCW, including RCW 36.73.050(2)(b), in each case as the same may be 
amended from time to time. 
  
If the Board shall determine that it has become impractical to acquire, construct, or 
implement all or any portion of the TBD Projects by reason of changed conditions, 
incompatible development, costs substantially in excess of the amount of sales and use 
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tax proceeds estimated to be available, or acquisition by a superior governmental 
authority, the Board shall not be required to acquire, construct, or implement such 
portions. If all of the TBD Projects have been acquired, constructed, implemented or 
duly provided for, or found to be impractical, the Board may apply the sales and use tax 
proceeds (including earnings thereon) or any portion thereof to other transportation 
improvements then identified in the City’s Transportation Improvement Program in 
accordance with the material change policy adopted by the Board and the notice, 
hearing, and other procedures described in Chapter 36.73 RCW, including RCW 
36.73.050(2)(b), in each case as the same may be amended from time to time. 
  
Section 2. Findings of Fact. 
  

1. The Marysville Transportation Benefit District is permitted to place a ballot 
measure before the voters and is so authorized pursuant to RCW 
36.73.040(3)(a) to impose a sales and use tax in accordance with RCW 
82.14.0455. 
 

2. The provisions of Ordinance No. 2938 adequately state the purpose and need for 
the Transportation Benefit District Governing Board. 
 

Section 3. Ballot Measure. 
  
It is hereby found and declared that the best interests of the District require the 
submission to the qualified electors of the District a proposition whether the District shall 
impose a sales and use tax within the limitations established in RCW 82.14.0455 for 
their ratification or rejection at a special election to be held on   April 22, 2014 for the 
purpose of providing funds necessary to pay or finance a portion of the costs of the 
Project, the Snohomish County Auditor, as ex officio supervisor of elections in 
Snohomish County, Washington, is hereby requested to call and conduct such special 
election to be held within the District on such day and to submit to the qualified electors 
of the District for their approval or rejection, a proposition to impose a sales and use tax 
in the amount of two-tenths of one percent (0.2%) of the selling price in the case of a 
sales tax, or value of the article used in the case of the use tax. The sales and use tax 
authorized by this section is in addition to any other taxes authorized by law, shall be 
collected from those persons who are taxable by the State of Washington under 
Chapters 82.08 and 82.12 RCW upon the occurrence of any taxable event within the 
boundaries of the District, and shall be imposed for a period of ten years from its first 
date of collection. Upon approval of the voters of the proposition hereinafter set forth, 
the District may use proceeds of such sales and use tax for the purpose of paying or 
financing a portion of the costs of TBD Projects. The Clerk of the Board is hereby 
authorized and directed to certify said proposition to said official in the following form:

SUMMARY: 
On January 11, 2014, the City published a Request for Proposals (RFP) to provide the City with 
equipment and services related to the ongoing design and planned construction of its Sunnyside 
Well Treatment Facility Project.  Subsequent to the RFP, the City received Proposals from 
various equipment suppliers, on February 6, 2014.   
 
The RFP specifically focuses on a subset of the overall project design, involving water filtration 
equipment necessary to remove elevated levels of iron and manganese that are currently present 
in source water from the two wells which reside on site of the future project.  Due to the variable 
sizes, configurations, and performance of available iron and manganese removal systems and 
their impact to the proposed building footprint and configuration, the City recognizes the unique 
benefit of selecting one manufacturer of the iron and manganese removal system as the basis of 
design.  This will in-turn streamline and solidify the design and bidding process.  Moreover, by 
taking this approach the City will help to guarantee that the project design is as cost-effective as 
possible, both in the near-term and over time (life cycle costs). 
 
The City intends to undertake a detailed evaluation of Proposals in accordance with evaluation 
criteria published in the RFP.  The evaluation criteria include a) equipment performance, b) 
configuration, c) serviceability, d) capital and life cycle costs, and e) installation references.  This 
evaluation process provides unique value to the City that could not be attained through the usual 
competitive bidding process.  Accordingly, the attached resolution provides authorization for City 
staff to move forward and select an equipment supplier pursuant to the Request for Proposals, in 
accordance with RCW 39.04.280(1)(b), thereby waiving the competitive bidding requirement that 
would otherwise apply.

DESCRIPTION: 

On October 28th, 2013 the Mayor established an I-502 committee to review Initiative 502 (the Initiative 
which directed the Washington State Liquor Control Board (WSLCB) to license and regulate marijuana 
production, distribution, and possession for persons over 21).  The committee met twice and had some very 
good discussions, regarding the WSLCB Draft Rules and Regulations and the potential benefits, 
disadvantages and crime impacts medical marijuana retailers, producers, and processors could have in the 
City of Marysville.  The committee was unable to reach a consensus on the six (6) alternatives presented to 
them by staff.  On November 26th, 2013 the PC held a workshop to discuss potential regulations and the 
alternatives considered by the committee.  The PC then held a public hearing on January 26th, 2014 to 
discuss the alternatives and to consider public testimony.  The PC unanimously agreed to recommend 
Alternative 1 to the City Council for their consideration.   The six (6) alternatives considered by the PC are 
as follows: 

Alternative 1 – Producers, Processors and Retailers PROHIBITED. 

Alternative 2 – A continued moratorium on I-502 until a time where the WSLCB and other 
entities have put in to place a set of rules, and said rules have been vetted by the courts, and 
Marysville has had an opportunity to monitor how other cities have implemented those rules and 
the impacts producers, processors, and retailers have on the implementing communities. 

Alternative 3; 4 and 5 – Retailers (only) PROHIBITED (see Attachment 2 for further detailed 
analysis). 

Alternative 6 – Retailers allowed in certain mapped commercial zones with restrictions (see 
Attachment 2) along with Producers and Processors. 

 

 

RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Staff recommends Council discuss the 6 alternatives that were 
presented to the PC and provide a recommendation to staff regarding Council direction prior to 
developing an ordinance for Council consideration.
