	Txt_Justification: As a condition of the project, the city requires the extension of 66th Ave. NE through the project parcel, which has the impact of significantly reducing the available area for buildings and site infrastructure. The buildable area of the site is further reduced by the existence of a wetland buffer along the northeast portion of the site. The current design has 66th Ave. NE extending to a point just inside the West property line and temporarily terminated until the neighboring property is developed and 66th Ave NE is extended to connect with Sunnyside Blvd. Due to the given site constraints, an 80' diameter cul de sac turnaround per city standard plan drawing 3-207-002 is not feasible without removing at least one cottage housing unit and three to four parking spaces from the site plan, as well as impacting the design of the intersection of the private road with 66th Ave. This impact would create conformance issues with with City land use code requirements such as minimum parking stall requirements. In the diagram below, an 80' diameter circle has been placed on the site plan in the area of the turnaround to graphically depict the overlap of a cul de sac with adjacent site elements. 

As an alternative to the cul de sac turnaround, a hammerhead style turnaround conforming to standard plan drawing 3-207-004 is proposed.

	Txt_Decision: The City agrees that a suitable turn-around is being provided in this instance, and this is intended to be a temporary condition that will ultimately be resolved when the main roadway is eventually extended with further development to the southwest.  Marysville Fire District has also approved this style of turn-around on the condition that buildings situated beyond the turn-around be provided with automatic fire sprinkler systems.  The variance is approved subject to the buildings south of the turnaround being provided with automatic sprinkler systems.
