Ho explained that he and the Mayor have receiVed some comments, and 
staff has addressed those as best as they can. _He stressed that Mar:yfest is a non-profit 
service club that operates on its own terms. The City does not become involved In 
organizational structure or operatlons.

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Finance Director Langdon stated that they updated t~e threshold from $25,000 to 
$75,000. The get1eral changes would add pr6cedµres for grant purchases. 

Councllmember Muller stated that his unders'tanding is that one of the reasons for 
upping this to $75,000 is for flee! purchases. He asked staff if there were other 
purchases that would be in that range. Director Nielsen stated 1t related mostly fleet and 
equipment-type purchasas. 

Motion made by Councilmernber Vaughan, seconded by C_o.uncilmember Stevens, to 
approve Resolution No. 2415.. Motion passed unanimously (7-0). 

9. Consider Approving an Ordinance Updating the Ci(y's Development Regulations

Senior Planner Angela Gemmer revi.e\'Yed a summary staff prepared analyzing various 
plats in the Sunnyside1Whiskey Ridge area. She explained !hat the optiorr they are 
proposing to offer developers is the flat 20% deductions, but in some instances they Will 
still want"to tako the itemized deduction. She also reviewed stoITTl\\'ater deductions. 

Motion Tnade by Councilmernber Stevens, seconded by Councllmomber Wright, to 
approve Ordinance No, 3057. Motion passed unanimously (7-0}. 

10. Consider Approval qf a Bearcat Vehicle Purchase 

Assistant Chief Goldman re'l-iewed this item, Councilmember Toyer asked how often 
staff expects this ve.hicle will be utilized. Assistant Chief Goldman reriied that It will be 
used at ioast once a month for training for the SWAT team plus other pmplanned 
events .. It is expected to last 25 years. 

Cou_ncilmerr1ber Seibert comrner.ted that staff has been making do with an armored car 
that was modified. by the Police Department. Assistant Chmf Goldman affirmed this. He 
noted that they got thaJ vehic1.e for .$1, and the engine IS falling.- T'1e Be-arcat will provide 
absolute protection for the tactical team. 

Mafi-on made by Councilrnerriber Seibert, seconded by Councilmember Toyer, to 
approve the purchase of the Bearcat v·ehicle. Motion passed <Jnanimbusly (7-0).
