D. Strawberry Festival Pageant Contestants Presentation.

Bobbi Young, Vice President, Co-Chairman Strawberry Festival Pageant, discussed the
pageant and introduced the five contestants: Michelle Giesler, Lila Hart, Ché Renouard,
Michael Running, Danielle Wilcoxson. Each of the contestants gave a speech
explaining their qualifications and why they would like to be chosen.

Audience Participation

Gloria Hirashima explained that the public comments tonight about Rock Creek appear
to be in regard to the 2008 Comprehensive Plan Amendments. She discussed the
application process. She noted that there would be a neighborhood meeting scheduled
to inform neighborhood residents and answer their questions. She noted that anything
that is submitted in writing to the planning office will be made a part of the official record.

City Attorney Grant Weed explained that tonight is not a scheduled public hearing and
therefore any comments that citizens may want to make tonight will not be a part of the

official record of the Comprehensive Plan Amendment process. The time to do that
would be when the Planning Commission holds their public hearing and when the
Council holds any public hearings, if they choose to do so.

Kelly Boren, 8507 66" Place NE, Marysville, WA 98270, thanked the Council for their
hard work. He spoke in opposition to the Rock Creek Rezone and discussed the
following points:
= He feels the Comprehensive Plan process was established to ensure the public
health, safety and welfare of Marysuville citizens as the City grows and should not
be used to benefit developers during a downturn in the economy.
= Their home was sold to them by Harbour Homes with the understanding that the
Comprehensive Plan called for an area planned to have the consistent and
compatible feel of single family density.
= Any rezone that does not support the Comprehensive Plan needs heavy scrutiny.
= He discussed possible impacts to the school district and potential traffic impacts.

John Barile, 6813 86™ Avenue NE, Marysville, WA, thanked the Council for their hard
work. He stated that he would reserve the bulk of his comments for a public hearing, but
noted that he recently moved from Redmond to the Rock Creek development because
of the Marysville Comprehensive Plan which called for low-density, single family homes.
He and his wife both still commute every day to the Redmond/Kirkland area for their
work. They make this sacrifice because they believe in this community and in that
development they moved into.

Mark Fritzler, 6714 84" Drive NE, Marysville, said he moved here two years ago from
Mill Creek in an effort to escape the high density development that was occurring there.
He discussed the high number of proposed units and accompanying residents, cars and
potential for crime that would result from the approval of this rezone. He does not see
the purpose in opening up the community up to this kind of stress for no good reason.

Jeri Short, 6917 40" Street NE, Marysville, asked about the Comprehensive Plan
amendment process. Gloria Hirashima reviewed this. Ms. Short expressed frustration
that she was not aware that this process was occurring. She asked when would be the
next opportunity to discuss the road going through her property. Chief Administrative
Officer Mary Swenson explained that there were already several hearings held before
the Council. The Council has made a decision and it is final unless the Council
determines to bring this back. Councilmember Seibert added that the Council is always
willing to listen to her comments, but they may not decide to bring the matter back for
review.

Paul Roberts explained that the question of the placement of the road is not part of the
comprehensive plan amendment process. The issue now is the design and the building
of the road. She will be notified directly when the SEPA review process begins. There
will be an alternatives analysis at that point. Ms. Short again expressed great frustration
at this process.

Derek Dakote, 6817 85™ Avenue NE, Marysville, WA 98270 requested denial of the
application for zoning change at Rock Creek from single-family high density to multi-
family, high density. The addition of 300 apartment units will result in decreased
property value, increased traffic, possibly an unwanted element in the community and
violation of the covenants and restrictions signed with Harbor Homes.

= Last minute soccer registration was very high over the weekend.

= He will be in Paris and London during the next two meetings.

= There was another arrest of a highly sought after graffiti “artist”. He appreciates
the effort by the police department. Chief Smith commended Lt. Goldman.

Chief Smith was very impressed with the young contestants today. He announced that
the police department is working on a burglary and arson at Burger King.

= Healthy Communities — All three committees will be meeting this week and next
week.

= Healthy Communities will have a booth at the Resource Fair at Totem Middle
School in a couple weeks.

= Skate park issues — Younger children are feeling intimidated by older children.
The Parks Board is looking at having a time for younger children only at the skate
park.

= A meeting regarding Bayview/Whiskey Ridge Pedestrian Trail will be held
Thursday

= Renovation of Asbury Field — There is significant excitement in the community
and interest by the school district. They are considering converting the baseball
field to a softball field.

= Looking at Doleshel Tree farm as a community garden - Community Garden
Coordinator for WSU is interested in assisting with this.

= She visited San Clemente, CA and was very impressed with their downtown
area. She encouraged Community Development Director Hirashima to look at
that community as an example of a successful downtown area.

They are
recommending a 15% increase the first year and about 2% annually after that.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN CHELAN COUNTY, WASHINGTON AND THE CITY OF
MARYSVILLE, WASHINGTON, FOR THE HOUSING OF INMATES IN THE CHELAN COUNTY
REGIONAL JUSTICE CENTER

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT is made and entered into on this day of

, 20 by and between the City of Marysville, Washington, a Washington
municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as “City”, and Chelan County, Washington,
hereinafter referred to as “Chelan County”, each party having been duly organized and now
existing under the laws of the State of Washington.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, The Chelan County Regional Justice Center and the City Manager are authorized

by law to have charge and custody of the County Jail and the City prisoners or inmates, respectively;
and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to designate the CCRJC as a place of confinement for the
incarceration of one or more inmates lawfully committed to its custody; and

WHEREAS, Chelan County Department of Corrections is desirous of accepting and keeping in
his custody such inmate(s) in the CCRJC for a rate of compensation mutually agreed upon by the
parties hereto; and

WHEREAS, RCW 39.34.080 and other Washington law, as amended, authorizes any county
to contract with any other county or city to perform any governmental service, activity or undertaking
which each contracting county is authorized by law to perform; and

WHEREAS, the governing bodies of each of the parties hereto have determined to enter into
this Agreement as authorized and provided for by RCW 39.34.080 and other Washington law, as
amended,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above and foregoing recitals, the payments to be
made, the mutual promises and covenants herein contained, and for other good and valuable
consideration, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. GOVERNING LAW

The parties hereto agree that, except where expressly otherwise provided, the laws and
administrative rules and regulations of the State of Washington shall govern in any matter relating to
an inmate or inmates confined pursuant to this Agreement.

2. DURATION

This Agreement shall enter into full force and effect from January 1, 2008 and end December
31, 2008, subject to earlier termination as provided by Section 3 herein. This Agreement shall be
renewed automatically for like successive periods under such terms and conditions as the parties

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may determine. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to require the City to house inmates in
Chelan County continuously.

3. TERMINATION

(a) By either party. This Agreement may be terminated by written notice from either party to
the other party delivered by regular mail to the contact person identified herein, provided that
termination shall become effective sixty (60) working days after receipt of such notice. Within said
sixty (60) days, the City agrees to remove its inmate(s) from the CCRJC.

(b) By the City due to lack of funding. The obligation of the City to pay Chelan County under
the provision of this Agreement beyond the current fiscal year is expressly made contingent upon the
appropriation, budgeting availability of sufficient funds by the City. In the event that such funds are
not budgeted, appropriated or otherwise made available for the purpose of payment under this
Agreement at any time after the current fiscal year, then the City shall have the option of terminating
the Agreement upon written notice to Chelan County, except that all services provided to that point
shall be compensated at the agreed rate. The termination of this Agreement for this reason will not
cause any penalty to be charged to the City.

(c) Termination for Breach. In the event the City breaches or fails to perform or observe any
of the terms or conditions herein, and fails to cure such breach or default within seven (7) days of
County’s giving the City written notice thereof, or, if not reasonably capable of being cured within such
seven (7) days, within such other period of time as may be reasonable in the circumstances, County
may terminate the City’s rights under this Agreement in addition to and not in limitation of any other
remedy of County at law or in equity, and the failure of County to exercise such right at any time shall
not waive County’s right to terminate for any future breach or default.

(d) In the event of termination of this agreement for any reason, the City shall compensate
Chelan County for prisoners housed by Chelan County after notice of such termination until the City
retakes its inmates in the same manner and at the same rates as if this Agreement had not been
terminated.

Notices mailed shall be deemed given on the date mailed. The parties shall notify each other in
writing of any change of address.

3. DEFINITIONS

The parties hereby agree that the following terms shall have the specified meanings unless
indicated otherwise herein:

(a) Day. A twenty-four (24) hour-long unit of time commencing at 00:00:01 a.m., and ending
at 23:59:59 p.m.

(b) Inmate Classifications shall be pursuant to the Chelan County Objective Jail Inmate
Classification System which is modeled after the National Institute of Corrections Jail Classification
System:

(i) “‘Minimum” classification shall apply to those inmates who present a low risk to
staff and the community.

(i) “Medium” classification shall apply to those inmates who present a moderate risk
to staff and the community.

(i)  “Maximum” classification shall apply to those inmates who present a substantial
risk to staff and the community.

6. COMPENSATION

(a) Rates. Chelan County agrees to accept and house the City’'s inmates for compensation
per inmate at the rate of $55.00 per day (also see #12 below). This includes minimum and medium
classification inmates. The parties agree that Chelan County will not charge a separate booking fee
in addition to such rate. The date of booking into the CCRJC of the City’s inmates, no matter how
little time of a twenty-four (24) hour day it constitutes, shall count as one day and shall be billed to the
City as a day of custody in Chelan County. The date of release from the CCRJC and return to the
City, no matter how much of a twenty-four (24) hour day it constitutes, shall not be billed by Chelan
County against the City.

(b)_Billing and Payment. Chelan County agrees to provide the City with an itemized bill listing
all names of inmates who are housed, the case/citation number, the number of days housed
(including the date and time of booking and date and time of release), and the dollar amount due for
each. Chelan County agrees to provide said bill by the 10" of each month. The City agrees to make
payment to Chelan County within 30 days of receipt of such bill for the amount billed for the previous
calendar month.

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7. RIGHT OF INSPECTION

The City shall have the right to inspect, at all reasonable times, all Chelan County facilities in
which inmates of the City are confined in order to determine if such jail maintains standards of
confinement acceptable to the City and that such inmates therein are treated equally regardless of
race, religion, color, creed or national origin; provided, however, that Chelan County shall be
obligated to manage, maintain and operate its facilities consistent with all applicable federal, state
and local laws and regulations.

8. FURLOUGHS, PASSES, AND WORK RELEASE

Chelan County agrees that no early releases or alternatives to incarceration, including
furloughs, passes, work crews, electronic home detention or work release shall be granted to any
inmate housed pursuant to this Agreement without written authorization by the committing court.

9. INMATE ACCOUNTS

Chelan County shall establish and maintain an account for each inmate received from the City
and shall credit to such account all money which is received and shall make disbursements, debiting
such accounts in accurate amounts for the inmate’s personal needs. Disbursements shall be made in
limited amounts as are reasonably necessary for personal maintenance. The Director of the CCRJC
shall be accountable to the City for such inmate funds. At either the termination of this Agreement,
the inmate’s death, release from incarceration, or return to either the City or indefinite release to the
court, the inmate’s money shall be transferred to the inmate’s account in care of the City, at such time
the City shall be accountable to the inmate for said fund.

10. INMATE PROPERTY

The City may transfer to Chelan County only limited amounts of personal property of the City’s
inmates’ recovered from or surrendered by inmates to the City upon booking. Personal property in
excess of one simple “grocery bag” shall at no time be transferred to Chelan County.

11. RESPONSIBILITY FOR OFFENDER'S CUSTODY

It shall be the responsibility of Chelan County to confine the inmate or inmates; to provide
treatment, including the furnishing of subsistence and all necessary medical and hospital services
and supplies; to provide for the inmates’ physical needs; to make available to them programs and/or
treatment consistent with the individual needs; to retain them in said custody; to supervise them; to
maintain proper discipline and control; to make certain that they receive no special privileges and that
the sentence and orders of the committing court in the State are faithfully executed; provided that
nothing herein contained shall be construed to require Chelan County, or any of its agents, to provide
service, treatment, facilities or programs for any inmates confined pursuant to this Agreement, which
it does not provide for similar inmates not confined pursuant to this Agreement. Nothing herein shall
be construed as to require Chelan County to provide services, treatment, facilities or programs to the
City’s inmates above, beyond or in addition to that required by applicable law.
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12.  MEDICAL SERVICES

(@) Inmates deemed the City’s inmates shall receive such medical, psychiatric and dental
treatment when emergent and necessary to safeguard their health while housed in the CCRJC.
Chelan County shall provide or arrange for the providing of such medical, psychiatric and dental
services. Except for routine minor medical services provided in the CCRJC, the City shall pay directly
or reimburse Chelan County for any and all costs associated with the delivery of any emergency
and/or major medical service provided to the City’s inmates. The City shall be responsible for any
and all medical, psychiatric and dental treatment provided outside of the CCRJC and shall be billed
therefore. Examples of medical services which may be provided in the CCRJC but which are not
routine, and for which the City shall be billed include, but are not necessarily limited to, HIV/AIDS
treatment, chemotherapy, dialysis treatment, and hemophiliac treatment. No psychiatric or dental

treatment can be provided in the CCRJC; all psychiatric and dental treatment of the City’s inmates
shall be billed to the City.

(b) An adequate record of all such services shall be kept by Chelan County for the City’s
review at its request, to the extent consistent with confidentiality regulations. Any medical or dental
services of major consequence shall be reported to the City as soon as time permits.

(c) Should medical, psychiatric or dental services require hospitalization, the City agrees to
compensate Chelan County dollar for dollar any amount expended or cost incurred in providing the
same,; provided that, except in emergencies, the City will be notified by contacting the On-Duty Jail
Personnel at 360-652-5045 or Dispatch at 360-651-5080 prior to the inmate’s transfer to a hospital, if
and when circumstances allow, or as soon afterward as practicable.

13. DISCIPLINE

Chelan County shall have physical control over and power to execute disciplinary authority
over all inmates of the City’s. However, nothing contained herein shall be construed to authorize or
permit the imposition of a type of discipline prohibited by applicable law.

14. RECORDS AND REPORTS

(a) The City shall forward to Chelan County before or at the time of delivery of each inmate a
copy of all inmate records pertaining to the inmate’s present incarceration. If additional information is
requested regarding a particular inmate, the parties shall mutually cooperate to provide any additional
information in a timely manner.

(b) Chelan County shall keep all necessary and pertinent records concerning such inmates in
the manner mutually agreed upon by the parties hereto. During an inmate’s confinement in Chelan
County, the City shall upon request be entitled to receive and be furnished with copies of any report
or records associated with said inmate(s) incarceration.

15.  REMOVAL FROM THE JAIL

An inmate of the City’s legally confined in Chelan County shall not be removed therefrom by
any person without written authorization from the City or by order of any court having jurisdiction. The
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City hereby designates the On-Duty Jail Personnel at 360-652-5045 or Dispatch at 360-651-5080 the
officials authorized to direct Chelan County to remove the City’s inmates from the CCRJC. Chelan
County agrees that no early releases or alternatives to incarceration including furloughs, passes,
work release, work crews or electronic home detention shall be granted to any inmate without written
authorization from the committing court. This paragraph shall not apply to an emergency
necessitating the immediate removal of the inmate for medical, psychiatric, dental treatment or other
catastrophic condition presenting an eminent danger to the safety of the inmate or to the inmates or
personnel of Chelan County. In the event of any such emergency removal, Chelan County shall
inform the City of the whereabouts of the inmate or inmates so removed, at the earliest practicable
time, and shall exercise all reasonable care for the safe keeping and custody of such inmate or
inmates.

16. ESCAPES

In the event any City inmate escapes from Chelan County’s custody, Chelan County will use
all reasonable means to recapture the inmate. The escape shall be reported immediately to the City.
Chelan County shall have the primary responsibility for and authority to direct the pursuit and retaking
of the inmate or inmates within its own territory. Any cost in connection therewith shall be chargeable
to and borne by Chelan County; however, Chelan County shall not be required to expend
unreasonable amounts to pursue and return inmates from other counties, states or countries.

17. DEATH OF AN INMATE

(a) In the event of the death of a City inmate, the Chelan County Coroner shall be notified.
The City shall receive copies of any records made at or in connection with such notification.

(b) Chelan County shall immediately notify the City of the death of a City inmate, furnish
information as requested, and follow the instructions of the City with regard to the disposition of the
body. In the case of an unattended death, suspicious death, or criminal case, the Chelan County
Coroner would have authority over the deceased and would coordinate with local law enforcement to
finish the investigation prior to the release of the deceased inmate. The City hereby designates the
On-Duty Jail Personnel at 360-652-5045 or Dispatch at 360-651-5080 as the official authorized to
request information from and provide instructions to Chelan County regarding deceased inmates.
The body shall not be released except on written order of said appropriate official of the City. Written
notice shall be provided within three (3) weekdays of receipt by the City of notice of such death. All
expenses relative to any necessary preparation of the body and shipment charges shall be paid by
the City.. With the City’s consent, Chelan County may arrange for burial and all matters related or
incidental thereto, and all such expenses shall be paid by the City. The provisions of this paragraph
shall govern only the relations between or among the parties hereto and shall not affect the liability of
any relative or other persons for the disposition of the deceased or for any expenses connected
therewith.

(c) The City shall receive a certified copy of the death certificate for any of its inmates who
have dies while in Chelan County’s custody.

18. RETAKING OF INMATES
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Upon request from Chelan County, the City shall, at its expense, retake any City inmate within
thirty-six (36) hours after receipt of such request. In the event the confinement of any City inmate is
terminated for any reason, the City shall, at its expense, retake such inmate at the CCRJC Facility.

19.  HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION

Chelan County agrees to hold harmless, indemnify and defend the City, its officers, agents and
employees, from and against any and all claims, losses, or liability, for injuries, sickness or death of
persons, or damage to property, arising out of any willful misconduct or negligent act, error, or
omission of Chelan County, its officers, agents, or employees, in connection with the services
required by the Agreement, provided, however, that:

(a) Chelan County’s obligations to indemnify, defend and hold harmless shall not extend to
injuries, sickness, death or damage caused by or resulting from the sole willful misconduct or
negligence of the City, its officers, agents or employees or subconsultants; and

(b) Chelan County’s obligations to indemnify, defend and hold harmless for injuries, sickness,
death or damage caused by or resulting from the concurrent negligence or willful misconduct of the
Chelan County and the City or of Chelan County and a third party other than an officer, agent or

employee of Chelan County, shall apply only to the extent of the negligence or willful misconduct of
Chelan County.

20. RIGHT OF REFUSAL AND TRANSPORTATION

(a) Chelan County shall have the right to refuse to accept any inmate from the City when, in
the opinion of Chelan County, its inmate census is at capacity that there is a substantial risk that,
through usual operation of the jail, the reasonable operational capacity limits of the jail might be
reached or exceeded.

(b) Chelan County shall further have the right to refuse to accept any inmate from the City
who, in the judgment of Chelan County, has a current illness or injury which may adversely affect the
operations of the CCRJC, has a history of serious medical problems, presents a substantial risk of
escape, or presents a substantial risk of injury to other persons or property, or is classified as a
maximum security inmate pursuant to Chelan County’s Objective Jail Classification System. The
inmate should be an inmate who has already been sentenced by the jurisdiction, and should not be
on pre-trial status.

(c) City prisoners incarcerated in Chelan County pursuant to this Agreement shall be
transported to Chelan County and at the expense of Chelan County and shall be returned, if
necessary, to the City by Chelan County personnel and at the County’s expense provided that notice
of the necessity of transport is received by Chelan County three (3) days prior to the time of expected
transport. The City hereby designates the Marysville Municipal Court or the On-Duty Jail Personnel
at 360-652-5045 or Dispatch at 360-651-5080 the officials authorized to notify Chelan County of the
dates for transport and the specific inmates to be transported.

21. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
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In providing services under this contract, Chelan County is an independent contractor and
neither it nor its officers, agents or employees are employees of the City for any purpose, including
responsibility for any federal or state tax, industrial insurance or Social Security liability. Neither shall
the provision of services under this Agreement give rise to any claim of career service or civil service
rights, which may accrue to an employee of the City under any applicable law, rule or regulation.

22. GENERAL PROVISIONS

(a) Severability. In the event any provisions of this Agreement shall be determined to be
unenforceable or otherwise invalid for any reason, such provisions shall be enforced and valid to the
extent permitted by law. All provisions of this Agreement are severable and unenforceability or
invalidity of a single provision herein shall not affect the remaining provisions.

(b) Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
Washington, and venue for any lawsuit shall be the Chelan County Superior Court.

(c) Attorney’s Fees. In the event it is necessary for either party to utilize the services of an
attorney to enforce any of the terms of this Agreement, such enforcing party shall be entitled to
compensation for its reasonable attorney’s fees and costs. In the event of litigation regarding any
terms of this Agreement, the substantially prevailing party shall be entitled, in addition other relief, to
such reasonable attorney’s fees and costs as determined by the Court.

(d) Waiver of Breach. The waiver by either party of the breach of any provision of this
Agreement by the other party must be in writing and shall not operate nor be construed as a waiver of
any subsequent breach by such other party.

(e) Savings Clause. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed so as to require the
commission of any act contrary to law, and wherever there is any conflict between any provisions of
this Agreement and any statute, law, public regulation or ordinance, the latter shall prevail but in such
event, the provisions of this Agreement affected shall be curtailed and limited only to the extent
necessary to bring it within legal requirements.

() Filing. This Agreement shall be filed with the Chelan County Auditor's Office pursuant to
RCW 39.34.040.

23. INTERPRETATION

This Agreement has been submitted to the scrutiny of all parties and their counsel, if desired,
and it shall be given a fair and reasonable interpretation in accordance with its words, without
consideration or weight given to its being drafted by any party or its counsel. All words used in the
singular shall include the plural; the present tense shall include the future tense; and the masculine
gender shall include the feminine and neuter gender.

24. ACCESS TO RECORDS CLAUSE

The parties hereby agree that authorized representatives of the parties shall have access to
any books, documents, paper and record of the other party that are pertinent to this Agreement for
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the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. All such records and all
other records pertinent to this Agreement, and work undertaken pursuant to this Agreement shall be
retained by the parties for a period of three (3) years after the final expiration date of this Agreement
or any amendments hereto, unless a longer period is required to resolve audit, findings or litigation.

In such cases, the parties may expressly agree by an amendment or separate agreement for such
longer period for record retention.

25. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement represents the entire integrated Agreement between the City and Chelan
County and supercedes all prior negotiations, representations or agreements, either written or oral.

Having considered the entire record in this matter, the Hearing Examiner now makes and enters
the following:

A. FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS:

1.

The information contained in Sections I (Evaluation) and II (Findings and Conclusions) of
the Community Development Department’s Staff Recommendation (Hearing Examiner
Exhibit 58) is found by the Hearing Examiner to be supported by the evidence presented
during the hearing and by this reference is adopted as portion of the Hearing Examiner's
findings and conclusions. A copy of said report is available in the Community Development
Department.

The minutes of the public hearing accurately summarize the testimony offered at the hearing
and by this reference are entered into the official record

The preliminary site plan (Hearing Examiner exhibit #51, revised 12/23/04) is consistent with
the bulk, dimensional and density requirements for the R-4.5 zoning classification, per the
Marysville Municipal Code. Minor revisions to the site plan may be necessary prior to
approval of the final site plan.

This preliminary plat proposal as conditioned, meets the requirements set forth in the City’s
Sensitive Areas Ordinance.

This proposal is consistent with the 1996 Comprehensive Plan map and as conditioned herein
will be consistent with the pertinent development policies applicable to this development.

To meet the concurrency requirement for street and road improvements, the applicant should
contribute on a proportionate share basis towards the Citywide Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP) and towards impacts to county streets as a result of this development. These
measures will adequately mitigate the project’s impact to the public street system.

The proposed plat, as conditioned, will make appropriate provisions for the public health,
safety, and general welfare and for drainage, streets, schools, parks and recreation, sidewalks,
water supply, sanitary wastes, and open space. It will also serve the public interest.

In order to ensure the rear yard privacy of lot 6, a 6” high sight-obscuring fence should be
constructed along the north boundary of lot 5 and the south boundary of lot 7.

B. DECISION:

Based upon the foregoing findings of fact and conclusions, the Hearing Examiner APPROVES
the preliminary plat request, subject to the following conditions:

1. Prior to a final building inspection being granted for lots 5 and 7, a 6” high sight-obscuring
fence shall be constructed along the north boundary of lot 5 and the south boundary of lot 7.

2. Prior to preliminary plat approval, the applicant shall revise the buffer averaging proposal for
Wetland B so that the total area contained within the buffer after averaging is no less than
that contained within the standard buffer prior to averaging, or the buffer averaging for
Wetland B shall be eliminated. (MDNS #1)

3. Prior to construction plan approval, the applicant shall submit a detailed mitigation planting
plan to address impacts associated with the storm drainage outfall construction within the
buffer area. (MDNS #2)

4. The applicant shall coordinate with the Parks Director to establish a north/south trail
casement across Tract(s) 995 and/or 996 prior to final plat approval. (MDNS #3)

5. The applicant shall abandon the existing septic system in accordance with Snohomish Health
District standards.

6. Any proposed grading or construction activity (including rockery and pond construction)
shall take into consideration the root systems of the adjacent trees located within the NGPA,
or other trees identified to be saved. Orange clearing limits fencing shall be installed along
the tree driplines of all NGPA and save tree areas prior to any site work. The City shall
inspect all erosion control measures, and clearing limits fencing prior to the start of clearing
and grading work. (MDNS #5)

7. The applicant’s geotechnical engineer shall closely monitor the earthwork during
construction to ensure both the type of fill used is appropriate and that the fill is placed and
compacted properly. A letter from the geotechnical engineer shall be submitted prior to final
plat approval to verify that all of the recommendations outlined in the geotechnical
investigation have been followed and that the fill has been properly placed. (MDNS #6)

8. The applicant shall participate on a proportionate share basis towards the City’s street system
in the amount of $38,935.50. Payment shall be made prior to final plat approval. (MDNS
#7)

9. Wetland fencing and signage adjacent to a regulated wetland or stream corridor shall be
constructed with pressure treated posts and rails, and cemented into the ground with either
cedar or treated rails. Alternative materials may be used subject to approval by the City.
Signs designating the presence of the environmentally sensitive area shall be posted along the
buffer boundary. The signs shall be posted at a rate of one sign per 100 feet (at minimum).
(MDNS #8)

10. The applicant shall participate on a proportionate share basis towards the County’s street
system in the amount of $7,651.22. Payment shall be made prior to final plat approval.

RECONSIDERATION:

A party to a public hearing may seek reconsideration only of a final decision by filing a written
request for reconsideration with the director within fourteen (14) days of the final written
decision. The request shall comply with MMC 15.11.020(3). The examiner shall consider the
request within seven (7) days of filing the same. The request may be decided without public
comment or argument by the party filing the request. if the request is denied, the previous action
shall become final. If the request is granted, the hearing examiner may immediately revise and
reissue its decision. Reconsideration should be granted only when a legal error has occurred or a
material factual issue has been overlooked that would change the previous decision.

JUDICIAL APPEAL:

(1) Appeals from the final decision of the hearing examiner, or other city board or body
involving MMC Titles 15 to 20 and for which all other appeals specifically authorized
have been timely exhausted, shall be made to Snohomish County superior court pursuant
to the Land Use Petition Act, RCW 36.70C within 21 days of the date the decision or
action became final, unless another applicable appeal process or time period is
established by state law or local ordinance.

(2) Notice of the appeal and any other pleadings required to be filed with the court shall be
served as required by law within the applicable time period. This requirement is
jurisdictional.

(3) The cost of transcribing and preparing all records ordered certified by the court or desired
by the appellant for such appeal shall be borne by the appellant. The record of the
proceedings shall be prepared by the City or such qualified person as it selects. The
appellant shall post with the city clerk prior to the preparation of any records an advance

fee deposit in the amount specified by the city clerk. Any overage will be promptly
returned to the appellant.
