SUMMARY: 
The City received $500,000 in State transportation funds towards design of the Grove Street 
Overcrossing project. Since this is a state funded project, the funds are administered through 
WSDOT and a Local Programs State Funding Agreement (agreement) and Project Prospectus 
(prospectus) are required in order to obligate funding. The agreement ensures that state funds 
in the agreed upon amount are spent in accordance with all applicable laws and regulations. 
The prospectus serves as the support document for authorization of state funds. 

RECOMMENDED ACTION: 
Staff recommends that Council authorize the Mayor to sign and execute the Local Programs State 
Funding Agreement and Project Prospectus with WSDOT thereby securing design funding for the 
Grove Street Overcrossing Project.
