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	Txt_Justification: Proposing a deviation from the recently established sidewalk requirement within the framework of frontage enhancements outlined in Standard Plan 3-201-033. Mandatory frontage improvements apply to an approximately 280-foot section of the site along 79th Ave NE near the intersection with Line Rd/44th St NE. The existing roadway currently occupies the entirety of the west side of the right-of-way (R/W) centerline, necessitating the construction of improvements for the entire half-lane.

However, this particular stretch of R/W is isolated due to separate property ownership to the south at Parcel No. 00590700032201/00590700032203. Furthermore, there is currently no existing sidewalk along 79th Ave NE from this intersection down to 40th St NE. The western side of this stretch is also within a stream buffer, making it unlikely for a continuous sidewalk to be developed in the future due to a lack of developable land. The absence of a sidewalk on the west side would compel pedestrians to cross to the east, raising safety concerns for both pedestrians and drivers. Constructing half-street improvements for the 280-foot span remains a priority, but it appears most logical to forego developing an isolated sidewalk in this specific portion.
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
